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Skillful Angler Awards
Program

he Skillful Anglers Program is designed to supplement the New Jersey

State Record Fish listing by recognizing that many anglers catch
both freshwater and marine fish, which may not be of record size, but
nonetheless are of sufficient size and weight to have tested the anglers
skill and thus be worthy of recognition.

Fisherman qualifying for a Skillful Anglers Award receive asigned
certificate attesting to their achievement along with a bronze pin suitable to
be worn on afishing hat, jacket, etc. Only one pin and one certificate will
be awarded per individua for each species which qualifies.

At the end of each year, special recognition is given to the anglers who
caught the largest fish in each of the species categories. The winners of
these categories are presented with a Special Award recognizing their
accomplishments as the best of New Jersey's Skillful Anglers.

The procedure to obtain an award is easy. Fill out an application and
have the fish weighed at acommercial establishment having a certified
scale and have the proprietor sign the form testifying to the weight. All
applications must be submitted within 30 days of catching thefish.
